Unipol Assicurazioni S.p.A. (“Unipol”) informs that the excerpt and the essential information of the 
shareholders’ agreement concerning Unipol shares (the “SHA”) - updated with respect to what was 
previously published, most recently, on 6 June 2025 - are available to the public on Unipol’s website 
www.unipol.com (Section Investors/Shareholding Structure/Shareholders’ Agreement) and on the 
authorised storage mechanism eMarket Storage (www.emarketstorage.it). 

The excerpt and the essential information relating to the SHA have been updated to provide 
acknowledgement firstly of:  

- the partial transfer to Nova Coop Soc. Coop of the syndicated Unipol's shares of Unicoop Etruria 
Soc. Coop, which was concluded on 3 July 2025 and the decrease of the voting rights with 
respect to 21,513,936 ordinary shares, starting on the same date;  

- the transfer to Nova Coop of the entire syndicated Unipol's shares of PAR.COOP.IT S.p.A., which 
was concluded on 9 October 2025 and the decrease of the voting rights with respect to 
5,393,668 ordinary shares, starting on the same date;  

- the transfer to Cooperare S.p.A. of the entire syndicated Unipol's shares of Par. Co. S.p.A., which 
was concluded on 10 October 2025 and the decrease of the voting rights with respect to 
5,393,668 ordinary shares, starting on the same date. 

As a result, there were changes of the shareholders participating in the SHA (the “Paciscenti”) as well 
as of the percentage of voting rights referable to the Unipol shares held by the Paciscenti, including 
those object of SHA. 

The excerpt and the essential information relating to the SHA have been updated also to consider the 
additional changes of the percentage variation of the voting rights referable to the shares held by all 
the Paciscenti, including those object of SHA, due to the decrease of the voting rights with respect to 
6,966,408 ordinary shares.
