
 

 
 

ROAD SAFETY, FROM SCHOOLS TO TOWNS: 
“STREET RULES” PROJECT AND NEPO APP 

LAUNCHED IN SARDINIA 
 

• The Street Rules road safety educational project devised by Fondazione 
Unipolis, will make stops in Oristano, Nuoro, Olbia, Sassari and Alghero 
after Cagliari. 

 
• The NEPO App, created by AdessoBasta with the technological support of 

UnipolTech to help identify, map and report critical points of the 
roadway network, made its debut today in Sardinia. 

 
• 3,583 road accidents were recorded in Sardinia in 2024, 1,029 of which in 

the Province of Cagliari alone. 
 

 
Cagliari, 24 February 2026  
 
The first leg of the new edition of Street Rules was held this morning at the “Leon Battista Alberti” 
school in Cagliari; this educational project on road safety was created by Fondazione Unipolis and 
the Consigli Regionali Unipol (Unipol Regional Councils) (“CRU”), and will make stops over the next 
few days in Oristano (25 February), Nuoro (26 and 27 February), Sassari (11 March), Alghero (12 
March) and Olbia (13 March).  
 
The occasion also marked the official launch in Sardinia of the NEPO App, a new application created 
by the young Nuoro-based association AdessoBasta, and created in association with UnipolTech; the 
App will allow users to report dangers or critical points on the roads to help build up a shared map of 
use to the public. 
 
Among others, the meeting was attended by Marco Meloni, Senator of the Republic, Piero 
Comandini, President of the Regional Council of Sardinia, Camilla Gerolama Soru, President of the 
Cultural Commission of the Regional Council of Sardinia, Matteo Lecis Cocco Ortu, Councillor for 
Strategic, Urban and Environmental Planning of the Municipality of Cagliari, Yuri Mario Marcialis, 
Councillor for Mobility, Urban Infrastructure and Municipal Office Management for Cagliari, Giovanni 
Pintor, Founder of AdessoBasta, Salvatore Podda, President of AdessoBasta, Marisa Parmigiani, 
Managing Director of Fondazione Unipolis, Paola Carrea, Managing Director of UnipolTech and 
Claudio Atzori, President of CRU Sardinia. 
 
Piero Comandini, President of the Regional Council of Sardinia said “2026 also started with fatal 
accidents on our roads: a daily war report, further borne out by the numbers presented here today. In 
our capacity as institutions, there is much we can and must do to improve road safety, however, 



 

 
 

especially with respect to younger people, it is important to work on prevention, careful driving and 
following the rules of the road. 
We are therefore very happy to lend our support to initiatives like Street Rules and the Nepo App: a 
name that evokes brotherhood, friendship among young people and joyful solidarity that I am sure 
 
will quickly make the App a useful, complete and reliable tool which may also be of use to political 
decision-makers. I would like to thank those behind the initiative and all the students who have been 
actively involved in road safety to date. 
 
Massimo Zedda, Mayor of Cagliari said “Sardinia pays a heavy price for road accidents every year. I 
therefore applaud this educational project which seeks to identify, map and report critical points on 
our roadways. This data should enable action to be taken to improve road safety. More investment is 
also needed in sustainable mobility and safe transport. Towns that make these investments reduce 
healthcare spending and increase the quality of life. Just one less accident will both save one more 
family from heartbreak and ensure significant savings for the public health coffers. 
 
Street Rules promoted by Fondazione Unipolis, CRU - Unipol Regional Councils and the 
AdessoBasta Association, in collaboration with the Unipol Agencies in Sardinia and the patronage of 
all the Municipalities involved, is an initiative aimed at secondary school students (third, fourth and 
fifth years) to encourage a culture of prevention, safety and risk awareness. Since road accidents are 
one of the leading causes of death of young people, Street Rules aims to tackle this problem by 
raising students’ awareness taking an innovative, captivating approach. The educational process 
combines information, practical activities, debate and witness accounts so that students can gain a 
greater understanding of how to be more responsible when driving and in day-to-day life, recognise 
the importance of safe infrastructures and engage with experts, local administrators and the police.  
 
Marisa Parmigiani, Managing Director of Fondazione Unipolis said “we chose Street Rules to talk to 
young people about road safety in their own language to align with their own experiences and 
change their perceptions. However, our commitment to mobility in Sardinia does not end with Street 
Rules; as well as supporting the NEPO App, we are supporting a road safety education project for 
schools called “Dai Valore alla Vita” (give value to life) of the Lorenzo Guarnieri Association now 
taking place in various schools on the island; we are also partners here in Cagliari with both the 
Legambiente S.P.A.C.E. project to make school roads safer and the Diversamente ODV association “Io 
Vado” (I go) project, both winners of our 2025 ACT Call for Applications. 
 
Claudio Atzori, President of the Sardinia CRU said “Unipol Regional Councils bring together those 
who could be defined as stakeholders, i.e. holders of social, economic and environmental interests. 
However, young people are the main stakeholders we need to listen to so they can build a safe, 
sustainable future. The Sardinia CRU intends to support this process including through Street Rules so 
they can increase their awareness of the importance of road safety as a vital component of their 
individual and collective growth”. 
 



 

 
 

Road safety is one of the greatest challenges for our society: according to ISTAT (national statistics 
institute) data; 3,583 road accidents causing injury were recorded in Sardinia in 2024, with 113 
deaths and 4,908 injured. There were 1,029 accidents in the Province of Cagliari alone, with 23 
deaths and 1,322 injured. 
 
The regional mortality rate amounts to 3.2 deaths for every 100 accidents, which is much higher than 
the national average of around 1.7 deaths for every 100 accidents in 2024. This figure places Sardinia 
at the head of the Italian classification for severe road accidents, making it the Region with the 
highest mortality rate in the country. In 2024, the social cost of road accidents exceeded €18bn in 
Italy, and €471m in Sardinia, about €300 per head and over 1% of the country’s GDP. 
 
The NEPO App was presented during the morning’s work as a practical aid to the public. The App 
allows road users to identify and map the critical points of the roadway network, easily reporting 
problems using photos or brief descriptions and helping to create a comprehensive information 
report to form the basis for targeted action. Created by AdessoBasta, with the support of UnipolTech 
which gave extra support to the project by using data (in aggregated format and honouring all 
privacy restrictions) from policyholder black boxes, the NEPO App enables users to be active 
participants in urban road safety. The day-to-day experience of the public can thereby be 
transformed into aggregate data, combining reports from the community and objective indicators to 
reinforce prevention and help prioritise what actions should be taken across the territory. 
 
The NEPO App shall be available from 24 February from the App Store and Google Play. 
 
Giovanni Pintor, Co-Founder of the NEPO App said “NEPO was created to solve a simple problem: we 
are still driving on roads with unknown dangers ahead. So why can’t we give people a practical device 
to report, map and help improve the roads? We can use NEPO to create crowdmapping: we gather 
geolocalised reports sent by the public and transform them into an updated map of the critical points 
like potholes, unclear road signs, lack of lighting, dangerous barriers or poorly signalled worksites. 
The aim is to get a vision at regional level: where the problems lie, how frequent they are and what 
work should take priority. In places like Sardinia where there is no digital register of the roads or 
safety levels, NEPO can help bridge these gaps. 
  
Paola Carrea, General Manager of UnipolTech said “the Unipol Group recently hosted the “Road 
Safety Leadership Round Table” in Milan, promoted by UNECE, where the Chair, Carlo Cimbri, 
reiterated the importance of taking a shared approach to improving road safety. Our role was to 
contribute with our computerised data, including with Artificial Intelligence, to map the most critical 
areas for the public. UnipolTech is engaged in several projects on this front, both in precompetitive 
research and at industrial level. If the NEPO App is used properly and responsibly - since one of the 
main causes of accidents is distraction from mobile phone use - it could make a real contribution to 
growth and raising awareness”. 
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This initiative is yet another example of Unipol’s commitment towards promoting a culture of 
prevention that combines education, technological innovation and the active involvement of local 
communities.

AdessoBasta

known as the “death bend”, a black spot on the local roadway system marking the location of many serious and fatal road accidents. An 
ongoing commitment to prevent new tragedies at this black spot emerged from the call for truth and safety. 
The association promotes a culture of responsibility and prevention, encourages action to make the infrastructures safer, carries out 
activities to raise awareness in schools and in the territory and supports practical actions to reduce risky behaviour and improve road 
safety at local and regional level. 
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
